Non-standard or uncommon abbreviations should also be avoided, but if necessary, they must be defined in the abstract itself. Key words (TNR 10 pt, bold, italic): List 5-6 keywords (10 pt).

The paper must be written in English. For each paper, it is compulsory to respond to the following questions: What is the actual state of the problem? What is done at international level (a literature study concluded with a short summary of the results)? What is the research methodology used in your paper? What are the main results of your paper and application areas? What is the manuscript novelty? Furthermore, this chapter should provide adequate background information whilst avoiding an extensive literature study or a summary of the results.

1.1  Layout (11 pt, bold)
The paper has to be written in docx format.
Please use the A4 Format (297 x 210 mm); Margins: top, bottom, right 15mm each and left 20mm; 1 column.
The paper should have at least six full pages. 

Please use Times New Roman fonts, line spacing single. The font formats are: paper title: 14 pt bold, capital letters; author's name(s): 12 pt bold; key words: 10 pt; chapter titles: 11pt bold, capital letters, justified; subtitles: 11 pt bold, numbered, left justified, upper and lower case; text: 11 pt.

2. MATERIALS AND METHODS

Provide sufficient details in such a way that the work/research can be replicated by another researcher. If some of the methods have already been described in a published article, use quotation marks and include the reference. It is necessary to describe any changes made to a previously published method.
In this subchapter, you must also provide the following details:
- Materials: name, producer, city and country;

- Equipment: name, producer, city and country;

- Software: name and version of any software used, producer.
For example:
· “Fiber Wood material was purchased and produced by Fiberlogy (Brzezie, Polonia)”;
·  “DMA 242 Artemis NETZSCH machine (NETZSCH producer, Selb, Germany)”;
· “STARe SW 9.10 software from Mettler Toledo”.

2.1 Figures format
The figures have to be made in high quality (minimum 300 DPI resolution), which is suitable for reproduction and print. Please do not include colour photos. Please place the figures as close as possible to their first reference in the paper. Explain each symbol and acronym used in the figure. The figure must be cited in the paper text as “Figure 1, Figure 2, …”. Title of the figure: noted “Fig. 1., Fig. 2…”, centred, [number of the references – if necessary], text dimension - 10 pt.

2.2 Tables format
Tables should be sent as editable text, not as images. Please place the tables as close as possible to their first reference in the paper. The table must be cited in the paper text as “Table 1, Table 2, …”. Title of the table: noted “Table 1., Table 2…”, centered, [number of the references – if necessary], text dimension - 10 pt, horizontally columns, title of table with bold. Any table notes should be put below the table body.

2.4 References format
Please make sure that the reference list includes all sources cited in the text (and vice versa). A list of references should be included after the paper text and include every source that is highlighted in the text. The reference(s) must be cited in the paper text as “[1] or [1-4]”, and the complete reference should be provided in a numerical list in the References section.

The Results chapter should be concise and clear.
The Discussion section should explore the significance of the paper results, please do not repeat them. In this chapter, an extensive discussion about published literature should be avoided, even if said literature is cited.

4. CONCLUSIONS
¶ (11pt)
The conclusions must refer only to the results obtained in the research presented, to be clearly expressed and should not only contain general aspects of the paper. The conclusions must also contain a part of highlighting the novelty aspects of the paper, without any mention of bibliographic references.

Funding: List the funding source used to carry out the research in the format imposed by your institution, or if you do not have a predefined one, then you can use the following model:
“Funding: This paper was supported by the ABCDFG, grant number XXXX, project number YYYY.

It is recommended to mention if the funding source(s) had no involvement such as: „This paper has received no external funding.”
